Stolen crocodile and leopard skin tags

1. The CITES Management Authority of Mozambique has informed the Secretariat that the
following crocodile and leopard skin tags, for the year 2007, were stolen from Maputo in
February 2008:

— 60 red tags numbered from CTES MZ PAR 07-01 to CITES MZ PAR 07-60;
— 900 yellow tags numbered from CITES MZ NIL 07-001 to CITES MZ NIL 07-900; and

- 2,000 yellow tags numbered from CITES MZ NIL 07-0001 (AAANT) to CITES MZ NIL
07-2000 (AAANT).

2. If any skin with one of the above-mentioned tag numbers is presented for import or export,
it should be seized and the CITES Management Authority of Mozambique and the
Secretariat should be informed.
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
