Sec. 2. Policy. It shall be the policy of the executive branch to:

[a) strengthen enforcement of Federal law in order to thwart transnational
criminal organizations and subsidiary organizations, including criminal gangs,
cartels, racketeering organizations, and other groups engaged inillicit activities
that present a threat to public safety and national security and that are related
to, for example:

(i) theilleg g ling and trafficking of humans, drugs or other
substancd @ nd weapons;
