	Section One: Summary

	Please provide a short overview (1-2 paragraphs) of the trade in this species in the country of interest. 

The sulphur-crested cockatoo (Cacatua galerita) is a relatively large white cockatoo found in wooded habitats in Australia, New Guinea, and some of the islands of Indonesia.  Four sub-species are recognised C.g. triton, C.g. elonora, C.g. fitzzroyi, C.g. galerita.  Two of these sub-species, C.g. fitzzroyi, C.g. galerita are resident in Australia. 
There has been a ban on international trade in live wild-caught birds in Australia since 1959.  International trade in live birds exported from Australia involves low numbers of captive-bred live individuals. There is also low-level international trade in derivatives, including feathers, specimens, skeletons and skulls sourced from both wild and captive bred populations. With 8 export permits granted for trade in wild-collected derivatives (2015-2019) and 13 instances of permits granted for trade in captive-bred individual and derivatives concerning 3 permits for live individuals (N=14) and 10 permits for trade in derivatives.

Whilst recent data (2020-) for international trade concerning the export of these birds from Australia is not currently available there is no evidence found to suggest that harvest levels in wild-collected derivatives has increased significantly since 2019, when the last data is available.  

Therefore, harvest levels concerning the Australian population would be considered to be ‘low’ i.e. below <500 scoring ‘1’.

Estimates of Area of occupancy are not available for this species. The Area of Habitat for this species, equivalent to the upper bound of the species AOO is estimated at 1,781,968 sq km2.  As this is above >20,000km2​ this would be considered ‘large’ under the scoring system and be scored ‘1’.
